3. Interpreting (KNOWING):  What does it mean to make disciples?  What are its two pieces?
4. Applying (DOING):  What are you doing now that is making disciples?  What can you begin to do to grow into a better disciple-maker?
5. Experiencing (BEING):  How does the benediction on Sundays give purpose to your week?
6. Experiencing (BEING):  What does it mean for God’s face to shine on you?  How does it relate to Matthew 28:20?
